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Climate 

Malawi lies near the equator therefore it a climate where the temperatures are very high and also greatly influenced by the altitude of the lakes. The dry months are usually during the winter months, between May and October. At low altitudes, near rivers like, Shire River valley, temperatures can rise up to 37*C in the shade, during the hotter months of the year. July has around 22*C at the maximum, and 11*C at the minimum.

Even though Lake Malawi does not have bilharzias, it’s not recommended to swim in Stillwater, pools, and ponds, or in the rivers below plateaux. Nor should u use the water of Lake Malawi as drinking water, unless you have boiled it first.
