                  Albert Speer

He was the greatest architect in German history and one of Hitler’s closest friends. The man I’m talking about is of course Albert Speer. Berthold Konrad Herman Albert Speer was born in the 9 of March 1905 in Mannheim, Germany. He’s childhood was pretty tough and the conditions in his family were emotionally cold. But his family wasn’t poor, they got a lot of money and that was unusual at that time after ww1.  When he was a little boy Albert liked mathematics, and he wanted to be a mathematician. 
But he ended up following the footsteps of his father and became an architect. He ended up his studies in the Institute of Technology in Berlin and became assistant to that time’s biggest architect in Germany, Professor Heinrich Tessenow. The professor had other students to. And they persuaded Speer to attend a Nazi Party rally in a Berlin beer-hall in December 1930. Albert was so impressed of Hitler’s thoughts and commitment so he joined the NSDAP in 1931. Hitler had heard that Speer was an excellent architect, so he gave Albert some small building projects after the Nazi takeover in the middle of 1933. Hitler was very impressed of Speers work, that he gave him all his faith. Speer’s next mission was to arrange the reconstruction of Berlin, and to make a plan over the new German capital, Germania. All this would have been finished in the year of 1960, if ww2 haven’t begun in September 1939. 
After the war eruption Speer was more and more involved in the Third Reich political business. Hitler choosed his government in 1941 and Speer became Minister of Armaments ( kraft durch Freude). But he wasn’t Minster of Armaments that long. Because the minister over War production suddenly died in a plane crash and Hitler were desperate to find a substitute of that post. So Hitler offered Speer to take that post, and he didn’t hesitate. And all of a sudden he was Minister over War production. He really kept the war going for the Germans with his excellent stakes and efforts as a minister. But he was an evil man as all the ministers in the German government. He used war prisoners from there occupied countries in the east. Speers subordinate Fritz Sauckel, hade the responsibility over recruitment of foreign labour. And those poor prisoners were used ruthless in the German war production (holocausts). Today many people blame the two last years of the war on Albert Speer. If he hadn’t worked so hard to keep the German war machine alive, many more lives had been saved. 

In the end of ww2 even Adolf Hitler started to doubt in German victory. He ordered that all important factories and industries should be destroyed. So that German war material and Technology wouldn’t fall in the hands of the Allied. But Speer didn’t like that at all, so he stopped the destruction. And Hitler didn’t know this until that day when he committed suicide. Speer was arrested by allied soldiers in Flensburg 23 of May, 1945. After the war in the Nurnberg process, Albert was accused according to all four indictments. And at the beginning all agreed that the only way to stop Speer was to hang him, but here the problems started. The English and French head judge didn’t want to send him to death but the Russian and American did. But after some discussions between the head judges, the American changed his mined. The 1 of October, 1946 Speer was sentenced to prison for 20 years. He served his punishment in Spandau prison in Berlin. During his time in prison he wrote a book that was released when he came out of prison in 1966. And in this book he denied that he knew anything about the holocausts and the mass killing of Jews, gypsys and other unwhished individuals. 
This proves that all the German leaders were capable to anything. And that they really were brain-dead of the propaganda as Hitler spread.
