Madame Tussauds is the most famous gallery of wax figures of the worlds hottest celebrities.

Anne Marie Grosholtz was born in Strasbourg in France 1761. Her father died before Anne Marie was born so Anne Marie and her mother moved to Bern because her mother got a assistentjob for a doctor, which name was Philippe Curtius. Philippe worked with wax figures and learned Marie. She liked him, he was like an uncle for her. He moved to Paris 1765 to start a vaxcabinett and 2 years later Anne Marie and her mother moved to Paris. Anne Marie was only 7 years old.  
She created her first wax figure when she was only 17 years old, of 

Jean-Jacques Rousseau who was a famous philosopher. 
Under the French Revolution Anne Marie got a death sentence but she survived in the last moment. 

Then she had to make waxfigures of death prisoners.

1974 Philippe died and left his wax collection to Anne Marie.
Anne Marie met François Tussaud and they got married. They got two children, François and Joseph. 

1802 she moved to London with her family and started Madame Tussauds. 
Anne Marie died 1850 when she was 89 years old.  

Today you will find almost all of the famous people ; models, actrisses, royals, sportspersonalities and many others at Madame Tussauds at Marylebone Road in London.
