I´m gonna tell you about a national park in Croatia called PLITVICKA JEZERA or on English PLITVICE LAKES. Plitvice Lakes is the most well known national park in Croatia it´s a unique natural phenomenon and is among the most beautiful sights of nature in Europe. Due to their unique evolution and beauty, in 1979 the Plitvice Lakes were entered in the UNESCO World Heritage List. The National Park is located halfway between capital city Zagreb and Zadar on the coast.

The beauty of Plitvice Lakes lies in its sixteen little lakes which is interconnected with waterfalls. The waterfalls is created by deposition of travertine and a special kind of limestone. The lakes and the waterfalls is also the main attraction of this unique park. The lake system is divided into the upper lakes and the lower lakes.

The highest lake is Prošćansko Lake which is 639meters high and the lowest is Novakovica Brod with 503meters. The largest lake is Kozjak and the largest waterfall is Veliki Slap, and is 70meters tall.

Apart from the lakes and forests, the Park is ornamented with several caves, springs, flower meadows, and is inhabited by brown bear, fox, skunk, wild cat and wolf among other animal species. Cliffy rocks around the lakes and along the Korana River comprise 14 caves in limestone and 6 caves in travertine. Sastavci which means the Connections is where the lakes ends and the River Korana begins.

Climate is alpine. The water temperature in Prošćansko Lake and Kozjak reaches even 24°C in summer. The whole region is coverd with snow from November till the end of March; the lakes are frozen in December and January offering a magical view on the winter landscape. 

The popularity of this park is also in the use of special vehicle for transporting visitors, panoramic trains and electric boats.

The Park is open daily all year round, with longer opening hours during summer. The best time to visit the park is in summer and winter.
